Student Grant Recipients
Introduction to Photography Advisor: Jane Roddy
The purpose of our Black & White Photography class is to introduce high school students to the use of
the manual camera and darkroom techniques that are involved with the process of taking photos,
developing film, and printing photographs. Grant funds will provide students with additional camera
equipment to help meet the needs of the class.

Scale, Proportion and Anatomy of Skeletons Advisor: Shari Fox

The purpose of the skeletons is to teach students about anatomy and how to depict the figure in correct
scale and proportion. It is essential for students to see the skeleton in 3-dimensions in order to place
their drawings in specific poses.
